Every piece is hand-drawn by the founder — no templates, no shortcuts. Each asset came from
original sketches, ideas, and designs, merging years of artistic vision, fight culture, and
emotional resonance. Thousands of assets could have been released, but restraint and
precision shaped it into a 710,000-piece collection — not for hype, but for heritage.
